If you can download and work with the original file (it's 5.8 MB), you won't have to manage as many files. However, if you have a dial up connection, you may have difficulty downloading such a large file. Consequently, I broke the original down into smaller segments that are all under 1 MB. You should be able to handle these smaller files easily.
There is also a blank file that contains the design of the original presentation. You will want to use this because if you start with a new presentation, you'll lose the "look" of the original when you copy and paste slides from the original file(s).

Here are some technical tips for editing the presentation:
1. If you're going to use the nine smaller files, label the slides on your handout so you know where to find them when you want to use them.


2. Start by opening Star Office Impress and selecting Open existing presentation. Click on Open… and locate and select The Middle Ages-Blank.ppt (the blank file that contains the design). The dialog boxes will look like this. 
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3. Then use the File, Open menu item to locate and open one or more of the original PPT files.
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4. In Normal view, select the thumbnails of the slide or slides in the original that you want to use. Hold down your Shift key to select the first and last slides of a contiguous group (e.g., Slides 1-3). Hold down your Control key to select slides that are not contiguous (e.g., 1, 3, 4). You'll note the colored border tells you they have been selected. Then right click in one of the selected slides and select Copy.
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5. To go back to the Blank presentation, select the file name from the menu item Window.
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6. Right click in the white area below the single existing thumbnail (the location where the other thumbnails will appear) and select Paste. 
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7. The Insert Slides dialog box will appear. Select After and OK. 
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8. You will be asked this question: "The format of the new pages will be adapted. Do you want to adapt the objects too? Click on Yes. The slides you selected in the original presentation will be pasted here.
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You can now delete the first slide that came with the Blank presentation by Right clicking on the slide and selecting Delete Slide.

10. Continue copying and pasting from the original presentation file(s) until you have everything you need. 

11. You might also want to rearrange slides. The easiest way to do that is in Slide Sorter view.
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12. Select the slide you want to move (i.e., Slide 11 entitled "The Magna Carta"). It's border will be highlighted in color. Then drag it to its new location and drop it there. The other slides will shift to make room for it.
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13. When you have finished your first edited presentation, save it with a new file name so you can use the blank presentation again. To do this click on the menu item File, Save As.  When the dialog box opens, be sure the Save as type is Microsoft PowerPoint97/2000/XP (.ppt). If it is not, select that option from the drop down menu. Then carefully select the part of the file name you want to change (i.e., "Blank").
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14. Finally, type a new name (i.e., "Intro") and click on Save.

15. You'll see this dialog box. Click Yes to save in Microsoft PowerPoint 97/2000/XP file format.
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
